Introduction of “Request for Resignation”
Effective 1 September 2002, USFJ Form 24EJ “Request for Resignation” was inducted into the MLC, MC, and IHA.  Those desiring to resign should fill out all blocks and submit the form to the supervisor as soon as they decide to resign, or well in advance so that the form would reach to the servicing Labor Management Office through the supervisor and the servicing Japanese Employment and Services Office at the latest two weeks before the desired resignation date.  Your supervisor has authority to extend the desired date to two weeks from the date of presentation.
