HOURS OF DUTY, PAY, AND LEAVE, ANNOTATED

United States Army Japan (USARJ) Supplement 3 to Army Regulation 690-990-2, 21 July 1992, is changed as follows:

Page 2, Subchapter S11, Excused Absence, Paragraph S11-5n, organizational Events.  Change subparagraph n to read as follows:


n.
Command Sponsored Events.  Employees who participate in installation-wide group activities, such as the annual Sportsfest, may be excused from duty without charge to leave.  Additionally, once each year, organizations and staff offices are authorized one, 4-hour block of duty time for activities designed to increase morale, productivity, cohesion, and dedication in the command; hereafter known as Organizational Day.  These functions will not be merely an excuse for social activities (e.g., office picnics and payday activities, for which employees must use annual leave to participate).  There will be a planned theme which emphasizes the role of the organization in supporting the mission.  For example, functions might include award ceremonies, command briefings, and hail and farewell ceremonies.  While organizational days are not entirely without their social side, the purpose is to bring about team building and renewed focus on the organization's mission.  All nonmission-essential personnel who wish to participate, will be considered to be at their place of duty during these command-sanctioned events.  Employees who do not participate must work at their normal duty locations or take approved leave.
