HOURS OF DUTY, PAY, AND LEAVE, ANNOTATED

United States Army Japan (USARJ) Supplement 3 to Army Regulation 690-990-2, 21 July 1992, is changed as follows:

Page 2, Subchapter Sll, Excused Absence, Paragraph S11-5, Administrative Discretion.  Add subparagraph q after subparagraph p.


q.
Leave in Conjunction with TDY.  The "Prudent Person Rule" applies when--



(1)
An employee departs from his/her permanent duty station for temporary duty (TDY) more than 1 day early for personal reasons (i.e., he/she does not want to travel on weekends).  The employee will not be granted an excused absence.  The employee will be in a charged annual leave or leave without pay status for any hours not at his/her permanent duty station, prior to start of TDY.



(2)
An employee completes TDY and is no longer required at the TDY site.  The employee should return to his/her permanent duty station as soon as logistically possible.  If the employee chooses to delay return to his/her permanent duty station for personal reasons (i.e., he/she does not want to travel on weekends), the employee will not be granted an excused absence.  Annual leave or leave without pay will be charged.



(3)
An employee departs from his/her permanent duty station for TDY during his/her work week, completes the TDY, and would arrive back at his/her permanent duty station with 1 or more days left in his/her workweek (i.e., leaves on Monday returns on Wednesday, could be back to work on Thursday).  The employee's supervisor may grant up to 4 hours of excused absence on the day he/she could have returned to work (Thursday).  Any time taken in excess of 4 hours will be charged to annual leave or leave without pay.
