USARJ EMPLOYMENT PROGRAM FOR FAMILY MEMBER YOUTHS

USARJ Regulation 690-30, 24 January 1990, is changed as follows:

Page 6, paragraph 9, Appointment Authorities and Related Matters.

Change paragraph g to read as follows:


g.
As an exception to regular employment procedures, youth in the following situations will not have to compete for student-hire positions covered by this regulation:



(1)
Youths currently employed in part-time student programs may be converted in the same position to the summer employment program.



(2)
Youths employed in summer employment positions may be converted to part-time appointments in the same positions if they are name-requested by the employing office.



(3)
Youths may be re-employed for the summer program in the same position held during the previous summer if they are name-requested by the employing office.  Youth who are not name-requested and those who do not want to return to the same position must participate in the lottery for other summer positions.
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
