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U.S. Army Japan confirms COVID-19 positive tests

CAMP ZAMA, Japan — Three United States Army Japan (USARJ) community members
have tested positive for the Coronavirus Disease (COVID-19).

One member was tested by Japanese officials upon arrival to Japan Nov. 14 and results
came back positive Nov. 16. The member was asymptomatic, but was immediately
placed in isolation.

This individual will remain in isolation until cleared by medical personnel. Military health
professionals quickly conducted contact tracing and those identified as close contacts
have been placed in quarantine.

On Nov. 3, a family was placed in restriction of movement (ROM) upon arrival at Kadena
Air Base. All family members were asymptomatic while in ROM. As part of USARJ’s
COVID-19 policy, the family members were tested and two tested positive Nov. 16. The
family immediately transitioned from ROM to isolation.

The family will remain in isolation until cleared by medical personnel. Since the family
was in ROM status when tested, there is no increased risk to the community.

USARJ has implemented additional public health protection measures to help control the
spread of COVID-19 to protect its Soldiers, civilians, host nation employees, families and
community members.
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
